FACT SHEET

Building sustainable communities has been a long-standing tradition in Western North Carolina. The
region and its people value their cultural heritage and natural resources. They have not been willing to
trade those gifts for large-scale, unwanted development.

Polk County is a leader in sustainable development. The Green Creek Equestrian Park is an example
of asset-based economic development that combines the best of both local government leadership and
private sector commitment to a community.

The Equestrian Park will create a new attraction for visitors to the region while preserving a long-
standing cultural tradition for the area and its people.

Green Creek Facility

Green Creek Equestrian Park will be situated on approximately 100 acres of donated land.

The Park will be a “green” facility that will include rainwater catchment from the large barns that will
provide 38% of the facility’s water needs.

Grey water recycling options are being explored to further reduce the water consumption at the facility.

The Park will include:
* 6 Horse Barns w/98 stalls each * RV and Camper Area
* Grand Prix Field — 400°X400° * Spectator and VIP Tent area
* Grand Hunter — 200°x300° * Manure Pits
* 1 Exercise Area — 150°x300° * Horse Wash Areas
* 3 Warm Up Areas — 150°x300°, 150°x250°, * Blacksmith & Vet Building
and 150°x270° * Horse Show Office
* Hunter 2 & 3 Areas — 150°x270’ » Judges Stands
e Jumper 2 Area - 200°x300° * Food Court and Vending Area
